Ulaanbaatar - Mini Gobi - Kharkhorin

atop the magnificent 2-Humped Bactrian camels, along the
vast sand dunes.

Journey onward to Kharkhorin, the ancient capital of the Mongol
Empire. Explore the remnants of this historic city, including the
Erdene Zuu Monastery and Kharakhorum Museum.

Following breakfast, explore the local attractions in the
Kharkhorin areq, including the Monument of the Khans and the
Turtle statue. Continue your journey towards the Khushuu
Tsaidam area, home to a museum showcasing a myriad of
artifacts from the Turkic period.

Engage in a sightseeing tour of the museum and the Monument
of Bilge Khan, where historical records of the Turkic people in
Mongolia are preserved. Later, enjoy lunch with a local nomadic
family, gaining insights into their lifestyle. In the late afternoon,
return to Kharkhorin for an overnight stay.

Kharkhorin - Hustai National Park

Embark on a journey to Hustai National Park, where the iconic
wild horses freely roam the vast Mongolian plains. Indulge in a
delightful lunch at a local ger camp, setting the stage for an
evening safari.

Explore the park’s wildlife through a visit to the information
center, gaining insights into the diverse ecosystem. Then,
venture into the park for a safari-like experience, witnessing
animals such as deer, marmots, and the renowned wild horses,
including the rare and endangered Przewalski's horses, in their
natural habitat, free from cages or enclosures. Conclude the
day’s adventure by returning to the camp.

Overnight at Hustai Ger Camp or similar.

Hustai National Park - Gorkhi Terelj National Park

Depart from the ger camp in the morning and head towards
Terelj National Park. En route, explore the Chinggis Khaan
Equestrian Statue complex, touring its expansive grounds and
ascending to the top of the world’s tallest equestrian statue.

Subsequently, enjoy a satisfying lunch at a ger camp. In the
afternoon, venture to the iconic symbol of the National Park,
Turtle Rock.

Following this, partake in a serene trek up to the Ariyapala
Meditation Center for a tranquil experience.
